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Summary of Criminal Investigation:

As of the result of the incident that occurred on 9-12-2019, the victim student’s family requested The Canfield
Police Department conduct a criminal investigation, with the purpose of determining whether officials from the
Canfield Local School District mishandled an incident regarding a threat to the safety of their child. In order to
avoid any potential conflict of interest, Canfield Police Chief Chuck Colucci, requested assistance from Mahoning

County Sheriff Jerry Greene, in conducting the follow-up investigation.
The investigation by the sheriff's office investigators revealed that Superintendent Alex Geordan made several
deceptive statements, beginning with the all-call and concluding with his official statement to sheriff’s

department investigators. Additionally, the text message sent by Geordon to school board members clearly
reveals Geordan’s motive was the “intentional downplaying” of the initial incident which occurred on 9-12-2019

Geordan made the official statements on the following dates:

The all-call sent on 9-13-2019, which contained three (3) misrepresentations of the facts.
Initial call by Chief Colucci on 9-13-2019, when Geordan admitted to knowing about the threat, which

included a gun on 9-12-2019.

The meeting at The Canfield Police Department on 9-16-2019.

The video statement he released to “clear up any confusion or misrepresentation” released by the

school on 9-20-2019.
The statement given by Geordan to sheriff's department investigators on 10-11-2019, he denies

knowing about the threat on 9-12-2019.
The text message sent by Geordan to the Canfield School Board, admitting his “intentional downplaying”
of the incident during the all-call, sent on 9-13-2019.

Evidence from the investigation revealed Alex Geordan was deceptive about the following aspects of this

incident:

When he (Geordan) was first made aware that the incident involved a threat of violence,
The threat was specific in regards to sixteen (16) rounds being fired into the back of the victim's head,

e The type of weapon involved in the threat.
